While the middle of June had temperatures higher than average, cooler temperature at the start and end of the 
month resulted in this June being tied with 1961 for the 28th coolest since 1888.  No records were set or tied 
during the month.  
 
June initially seemed as if it would buck the 2001 trend of below average precipitation when 2.28 inches fell 
during its first week.  However, this turned out to be almost 80% of the total precipitation for June when only 0.55 
inches fell during the remainder of the month.  The 2.83 inch total made the June the 39th driest on record.
