March was the 4th driest on record since records began in 1888.  It was the 25th coolest March in terms of the mean 
temperature; the 32nd coolest in terms of the high temperature; and the 19th coolest in terms of the low temperature.  
It was the also the 12th lowest March snowfall on record.  However, the one truly remarkable statistic set this month 
was the longest number of days without seeing 60°F weather.  The new record is 145 days, stretching from 
November 6, 2000, to March 30, 2001.  The old record of 125 days was set from November 11, 1919, to March 14, 
1920. 
 
The figure below shows the daily temperature departure by day for March.  The first three weeks were 
predominantly cool but not too extreme.  The really cold weather hit in the last week of the month before returning 
to near average conditions at the very end. 
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
