No temperature records were set during February 2002, and with a monthly mean temperature of 33.2ºF, February 
2002 ended as the 24th warmest February since records began in 1889.  The coldest February on record occurred 
in 1905 when the average temperature for the month was only 16.8ºF and the warmest February was in 1954 
(40.1ºF). 
 
February 2002 ended above average in precipitation, mostly due to Champaign – Urbana receiving its normal 
monthly precipitation all in one day.  The 2.01 inches on the 19th equaled the average February monthly total and 
far surpassed the former February 19th one day record of 1.78 inches set in 1939.  No other precipitation records 
were set during the month. 
 
Winter finally arrived the last week of February, when the lowest temperature of the meteorological winter 
(December, January, February) was reached (1ºF).  For the season, the minimum temperature normally falls 
below 0ºF seven times; however, winter 2001 – 2002 never went below the 0ºF mark, a feat that has only 
occurred thirteen other times since records began.  The last time this occurred was during the winter of 1997-
1998.
