After a mild winter season with above average temperatures and below average snowfall, March 2002 came in like a lion with snow and 
record cold during the first week of the month and went out the same way. 
 
Temperatures for the month averaged 4.2 degrees below average, making March 2002 the 19th coolest March on record.   The coldest 
March occurred in 1960 when the average temperature for the month was 25.9º F and the warmest March was in 1946 with an average 
temperature of 51.8º F.  Several daily temperature records were set or tied this month: 
á The minimum temperature of 1ºF on March 4th tied the record low minimum temperature for the day set in 1916. 
á The minimum temperature of 9ºF on March 27th set a new record low for the day, breaking the old record of 11ºF which had 

stood for over 100 years (1894).  This was also the latest date for a single degree temperature since records started in 1889. 
á The mean temperature of 23ºF on March 27th tied the record low mean temperature for the day set in 1894. 

 
March 2002 finished with below average precipitation (-0.11 inches), despite above average snowfall for the month (+3.4 inches).  The 
6.1 inches of snow that fell on March 26th was the heaviest one-day snowfall to occur so late in the season and actually exceeded the 
total winter snowfall for December 2001 – February 2002 (5.9 inches).  The 6.7 inches of snow for the month ranks March 2002 as only 
the 19th snowiest March on record, not even close to the record of 32.0 inches that fell in March 1906.  Until the snow in March, 
Champaign-Urbana had also been on track to break the lowest snow season total (October through May) of 6.7 inches set in 1954, but 
now is tied for 17th, pending any additional snowfall in April or May. 
 
The other significant weather that occurred during the month was the damaging straight-line winds that buffeted the area on March 9th, 
the last day of Severe Weather Preparedness Week.  Winds here at the Water Survey reached 45.1 miles per hour and reports from 
Willard Airport showed peak winds of up to 56 miles per hour.  Damage reports included damage to roofs, lost siding, and tree limbs 
down.
