Champaign-Urbana Weather Highlights – June 2003

With only five days of above average temperatures and a mean temperature four degrees cooler than average, 
June 2003 tied with 1945 as the 13th coolest June on record.  The coldest June since records began was June 1889, 
when the average temperature was only 65.1 degrees (2.7 cooler than June 2003).   
 
At 3.04 inches of precipitation, June 2003 was the 46th driest June since 1888.  This below-average precipitation 
continued the dry trend of 2003 and for the year, Champaign-Urbana was 6.47 inches below average.  This ranks 
this year as the 14th driest January – June since 1888.  However, due to the highly localized nature of some of the 
storms that struck the area during the month, these observations are not representative of all areas of the twin 
cities.  For example, observations by the Illinois State Water Survey’s Boneyard Precipitation Network 
(http://www.sws.uiuc.edu/atmos/boneyard/) reported a large variation in the precipitation of June 11-12.  Reporting 
sites located in northern half of Champaign reported up to 3.59 inches while a site located in the southwest corner 
of Champaign reported 0.26 inches.  During that same time period, the Water Survey received 0.66 inches.  
Another localized storm on June 29th dropped a narrow swath of quarter sized hail just along and south of Windsor 
Road.  For the month, the precipitation totals by the Boneyard Network ranged from a high of 5.67 inches (north 
central Champaign) to 2.20 inches (southwest Champaign).
