November 2003 ended as the 12" warmest November since 1888, and despite daily temperatures at times more
than 15 degrees above average, no new temperature records were set during the month.,

This November was rather rainy, with precipitation occurring more than half the days of the month. A new record

was set

¢ on November 18", when Champaign-Urbana received 2.45 inches. This flooded the old record of 2.25" that
had been set for November 18" in 1921.

November 2003 was the 8" wettest November on record, although it was tied for 4 for the lowest snowfal. The
snowfall rankings are somewhat mideading as 34 years are tied for the lowest measurable snowfall with zero.
