Champaign-Urbana Weather Highlights — April 2005
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Temperature — ranged from 33 degrees on April 24 to 82 degrees on April 10 and 18. The average monthly high
temperature was as the 9" warmest since 1889 (tied with 1942) while the average monthly mean temperature was
the 12" warmest since 1899 (tied with 1960). The average monthly low temperature was the 25" warmest since
1899 (tied with 1958, 2004).

Precipitation — no daily records were set this month.

Observer’s Note — the wind statistics reported here and on the voicemail recording are not part of the climatic
archive maintained by this office. They are from another Water Survey network co-located with our site (see
below). On occasion we do not get the wind statistics right away because of circumstances beyond our control.
