Temperature – ranged from 71 degrees on November 3 and 8 to 15 degrees on November 17 and 25. The 
monthly average high temperature of 54.0 degrees was the 15th warmest for November since 1888. The monthly 
average mean temperature of 43.7 degrees was the 23rd warmest for November since 1888.  
 
Precipitation – no daily records were set this month. Precipitation was slightly above normal. Only a trace of 
snow fell in November - not unusual for so early in the snowfall season. In 34 other cases since 1903 (when 
snowfall measurements began), the November snowfall total was either zero or only a trace.  
 
Observer’s Note – the wind statistics reported here and on the voicemail recording are not part of the climatic 
archive maintained by this office. They are from another Water Survey network co-located with our site (see 
below). We do not have all the wind statistics for the first 17 days of November at this time. When they are 
processed, we will provide an update on the web at http://www.sws.uiuc.edu/atmos/statecli/Champ-Urb/CU.htm .
