Temperature – ranged from 5ºF on December 8 to 61ºF on December 31. The average monthly high of 43.5°F 
was the 12th warmest on record. The average monthly low of 27.5°F was the 16th warmest on record (tied with 
1891). The average monthly mean temperature of 35.5°F was the 14th warmest on record (tied with 1940 and 
1956).  
 
Precipitation – no daily records were set this month. The monthly precipitation total of 4.68” was 1.92” above 
normal and the 14th wettest on record. On the other hand, the monthly snowfall total of 0.5” was the 6th lowest 
snowfall total on record (tied with 1923 and 1928). Since snowfall records began in 1903, four Decembers have 
received zero snowfall (1912, 1971, 1986 and 1991). Below is a bar plot of December snowfall totals since 1960, 
showing the large year to year variability in snowfall.
