Temperatures ranged from 56 ºF on August 31 and 97 ºF on August 12. The monthly average mean daily 
temperature was 78.2 ºF, 5.2 ºF above normal and the 6th warmest since records began in 1889. The monthly 
average high temperature was 88.8 ºF, 5.6 ºF above normal and the 6th warmest on record. The monthly average 
low temperature was 67.5 ºF, 4.8 ºF and 6th warmest on record. There were 16 days at or above 90ºF reported in 
August.  
Precipitation total for August was 1.48”, 2.89” below normal and the 14th driest August on record.  
 
Summer precipitation was 10.60”, 2.65” below normal. Summer average mean daily temperature was 75.1 ºF, 1.6 
ºF above normal.
