Temperature — ranged from 49°F on June 6 to 94°F on June 16 and 17. While monthly average mean, high and
low temperatures were above normal for the month, none of them were exceptionaly warm. Weather records for
June in Champaign-Urbana go back to 1889.

Precipitation — no daily records were set this month. The monthly precipitation total of 5.68 was 1.47”” above
normal. After below-normal precipitation in April and May, dry weather in the first 18 days of June really started
to have an impact on crops, lawns, and gardens. A remarkable turnaround occurred late in the month when 4.94
inches fell in 8 days. The turnaround in vegetation was remarkable.
