Temperature – ranged from 14ºF on March 4 to 80ºF on March 25 and 27. The average high temperature of 
58.5ºF was 8.9ºF above normal and the 6th warmest on record. The average low temperature of 37.5ºF was 6.3ºF 
above normal and the 7th warmest. The average mean temperature of 48.0ºF was 7.6ºF above normal and the 6th 
warmest on record. New record highs were set on March 14 and 25. On the 14th, the new high of 78ºF broke the 
previous record of 75ºF set in 1995. On the 25th, the new record high of 80ºF broke the previous record of 78ºF 
set in 1967. On the 13th, the high of 78ºF tied the record set in 1990. Temperature records for March in 
Champaign-Urbana go back to 1889.  
 
Precipitation – no daily records were set this month. The monthly precipitation total of 2.23” was 0.98” below 
normal. The monthly snowfall total was only 0.2”, 3.1” below normal. This is tied with 1963, 1986, and 2005 for 
the second smallest amount of snowfall reported in March. The smallest amount of snow reported in March is 
0.0” and was reported 15 times in the historical record from 1903 to 2007. The seasonal snowfall total is 24.0” at 
the end of March. Normal seasonal snowfall in Champaign-Urbana is 26.6”.
