Temperatures ranged from 67°F on January 7 (beating the old record on that date of 63, set in 1907) to -4 °F on
January 25. The notable event in January was the passage of a very strong cold front on the 29". Warm, moist air
ahead of the cold front made it feel like spring with winds out of the south and a high of 53 °F. Soon after 3 pm,
the front passed and temperatures dropped 20 degrees in an hour. By the next morning, the temperature was only
4 °F, Besides a drop in temperature, the winds shifted from the south to the west and increased speed, averaging
30 to 43 mph at Willard Airport with a gust of 60 mph.

Precipitation total for January was 2.31 inches, 0.42 inches above normal. January snowfall was only 1.3 inches,
7.3 inches below normal. This is the 12" lowest snowfall reported for January since snowfall records began in
1903. The records for January range from 0.0 in 1944 to 28.3 inches in 1979.
