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Temperatures ranged from a high of 67ºF on March 2 to a low of 13ºF on March 8. While the monthly 

maximum, minimum, and mean monthly temperatures were all below normal, they were not remarkably cold.  

 

Precipitation for March was 2.84 inches, 0.37 inches below normal.   

 

Snowfall for March snowfall was 2.0 inches, 1.3 inches below normal. The seasonal snowfall total was 26.3 

inches, 0.1 inches above the 1971-2000 normal of 26.2 inches.
