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Temperatures ranged from a high of 73ºF on November 2 and 3 to a low of 14ºF on November 

22. The monthly average maximum temperature was 48.0ºF, 1.6 degrees below normal. The 

monthly average minimum temperature was 31.0ºF, 2.0 degrees below normal. The monthly 

average mean temperature was 39.5ºF, 1.8 degrees below normal.  

 

Precipitation for November was 1.31 inches, 2.14 inches below normal. The January-November 

precipitation was 47.68 inches, 9.39 inches above normal and the third wettest on record since 

1889*. Only January-November 1993 and 1927 were wetter with 56.84 and 52.09 inches, 

respectively.  

 

Snowfall for November was 2.4 inches, 0.3 inches above normal. The snowiest November on 

record was 1932 with 11.2 inches.  

 
*Records for Champaign-Urbana started in late August 1888. However, the first complete January-November 

record was 1889.
