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Temperatures for December were below normal. The average high temperature of 35.5°F was
1.3°F below normal. The average low temperature of 21.1°F was 1.1°F below normal. The
average mean temperature of 28.3°F was 1.2°F below normal.

Precipitation for December was 3.77 inches, 1.01 inches above normal. The January-December
precipitation total was 51.24 inches, 10.19 inches above normal, and the 5th wettest on record.
It is close to last year when we had 52.58 inches. The wettest year on record was 1993 with
58.54 inches, followed by 1927 with 55.64 inches, and 1990 with 53.31 inches.

Snowfall for December was 6.9 inches, 0.8 inches above normal. That is far below the record of
19.1 inches that fell in December 1983.

Regarding snow, the snowfall amount is the total snowfall that fell within the 24 hours previous
to our 8 am observation time. The snow depth is the total depth of snow found at 8 am and
may represent both new snow and any remaining snow from previous events. While the 24-
hour snowfall amount is reported to the nearest tenth of an inch, snow depth is reported to the
nearest inch. As a cooperative observer for the National Weather Service, we follow their
guideline on measuring and reporting snowfall. These guidelines are described at
http://www.nws.noaa.gov/om/coop/snowguid.htm .
