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Temperatures for July were well below normal. The average high temperature of 79.2°F was 
6.0°F below normal and the coldest on record for July. July records began in 1889. The average 
low temperature of 60.8°F was 4.0°F below normal and the sixth coldest on record for July. The 
average mean temperature of 70.0°F was 5.0°F below normal and the coldest on record for 
July. No 90-degree days were reported in July. This has happened only three other times – 
2000, 2007, and 2008.  
 
Precipitation for July was 6.29 inches, 1.62 inches above normal. While on the wet side, it was 
far from the record of 13.82 inches set in July 1992.
