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Temperatures for November were above normal. The average high temperature of 55.6°F was 
6.0°F above normal and the 7th warmest on record. The average low temperature of 36.8°F was 
3.8°F above normal and the 11th warmest on record. The average mean temperature of 46.2°F 
was 4.9°F above normal and the 8th warmest on record.  
 
Precipitation for November was 3.92 inches, 0.47 inches above normal. The January-November 
precipitation total was 47.47 inches, 9.18 inches above normal, and the 3rd wettest on record. It 
is nearly tied with last year when we had 47.46 inches through November. 
 
Snowfall for November was 0.0 inches. That happens about 36% of the time in Champaign-
Urbana. Normal November snowfall is 2.1 inches. The snowiest November on record was 1932 
with 11.2 inches.  
 
Climatological normal is defined as the 30-year average from 1971 to 2000 and is updated every 
10 years.
