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Temperatures  
 
The average low temperature for December was 7.4 °F below normal (8th coldest on record) 
while the average high temperature was 6.1 °F below normal (14th coldest on record). The 
average mean temperature was 6.7 °F below normal (11th coldest on record).  
 
Precipitation 
 
The precipitation total for December was 2.55 inches, 0.21 inches below normal. The annual 
precipitation for 2010 was 35.68 inches, 5.37 inches below normal.  
 
Snowfall 
 
The snowfall for December was 20.4 inches, a new record for Champaign-Urbana. This beat the 
old record of 19.1 inches set in 1983.
